MID-TERM EXAMINATION

At 4:53:10 PM on 12 January a Magnitude 7.0 Earthquake struck the Island Nation of Haiti. Your assignment is two-fold: 

#1 Create a map that you think would be useful in providing geographic information to rescue and relief people working on the island (30 % of Grade)
#2 Create and provide analysis of how GIS would be most helpful in assisting rescue and relief persons working or planning to work in Haiti. (70 % of Grade)
Your map does not need to be extremely detailed, the most important aspect is to retain proper cartographic principles when creating it.

The most scrutinized aspect of this examination will be the evaluation of your analysis of how GIS would be useful in providing assistance to persons working and planning to work in Haiti. Your analysis should address (in bulleted format) the following:

· Specific examples of how GIS could provide rescue assistance to those in need in Haiti (provide specific examples by citing the map you created on Haiti)

· Specific examples of how GIS could provide relief assistance to those in need in Haiti (provide specific examples by citing the map you created on Haiti).
· Examples of decisions that would be made based upon the GIS data of Haiti provided.

· Recommendations, based purely upon spatial data displayed on your created map, on how to conduct specific types of rescue and relieve activities. 

Both components of the examination should be completed on separate documents, please don’t forget to reference spatial data on your map
